Terms and Conditions of the Internal University Grant Competition

of Avicenna — Batumi Medical University

1. General Provisions
1.1. At Avicenna — Batumi Medical University, the internal research grant project is announced
in accordance with the university’s Research Development Policy.
1.2. Submission of a research project is possible within the framework of the university's
internal grant competition:
1.2.1. Within the research priority areas defined by the University's Scientific Research

Development Policy:

1. Study of biomarkers associated with respiratory and cardiovascular diseases and
their synthesizing genetic loci;
2. Detection, prevention, and management of regional, epidemiological, and

socio-economic markers of bronchial asthma and COPD;
3. Post-COVID population health;

4. Liver transplantation and immunology;

5. Growth and development of pre-pubescent and pubescent children, global
development.

6. Biomarkers and genetic aspects of diseases of the cardiovascular system.

7. Tumour screening in the asymptomatic population using multiple tumour markers;

8. Study of coagulopathies in different cohorts.

9. Addictology;
10. Diabetes and thyroidology;
11. Air and sea water pollution research;
12. Women's rights and prevention of femicide.
1.2.2. Research proposals outside the university’s defined research priorities may also be
submitted, provided that their relevance and significance are clearly justified.
1.3. The grant project is funded from the research budget of Avicenna — Batumi Medical
University, in accordance with the Rules for Supporting University Scientific Research.

2, Objective of the Avicenna Internal Research Grant Project

21. The aim of the grant competition is to foster a research culture within the university,
support the research activities of Avicenna’s academic and invited staff, and promote student
involvement in the research process by contributing to the development of their research skills.

3. Grant Amount and Project Duration

3.1. The duration of each submitted research project must not exceed 9 months (with a
3-month reporting period). Based on the review of the application, the grant selection committee
is authorized to request a timeline revision from the applicant(s) with a justified explanation.

3.2. The maximum budget for one funded research project is 7,000 GEL.

5. Eligibility and Participation Conditions

5.1. The competition is open to academic and invited staff members of Avicenna — Batumi
Medical University.

5.2. In case of co-funding, the project author is entitled to involve specialists from other fields
as co-authors or researchers. In such cases, copyright for the research results primarily belongs
to Avicenna — Batumi Medical University.

5.3. Each project must include at least one active-status student of Avicenna.

5.4. Student involvement may be in the form of co-authorship or as a researcher during the
data collection and analysis stages. The project must provide students with opportunities to
develop research skills, which may include financial incentives such as stipends (if included in
the budget).

5.5. The project team must consist of at least two academic/invited staff members of
Avicenna.

5.6. It is mandatory that the research results be published in a high-ranking, indexed journal
(Elsevier — Scopus, ScienceDirect / Web of Science, etc.). The publication fee must be included
in the project budget.

5.7. The project must include the organization of a post-research workshop or presentation to
share the results with interested stakeholders.

6. Submission of Research Proposal

6.1. To participate in the grant competition, interested applicants must submit the following
documents:

a) Application for participation in the internal grant competition (Annex 1-1);

b) Project proposal (Annex 1-2);

c) Research implementation plan and timeline (Annex 1-3);

d) Project Budget (Annex 1-4);

e) CV in the format approved by the university;

f) Proof of co-funding (if applicable).

7. Evaluation of Scientific Research Projects

7.1. The evaluation of grant applications is carried out by the Internal Grant Committee, which
is formed by a Rector’s decree in accordance with the rules established for supporting university
research.

7.2. The evaluation process consists of 2 stages:

Stage I: Review of the formal compliance of the application and submitted documents;

Stage Il: Substantive evaluation of the submitted documentation based on the predefined
scoring scale (100-point system).

7.3. The Internal Grant Committee evaluates all applications submitted within the timeframe
specified by the Rector’s order, in accordance with the established evaluation criteria (Annex
1-5).

7.4. The grant application evaluation criteria are (Annex 1-5):



Alignment with the university’s research priorities;

Originality and relevance of the research topic;

Theoretical and practical significance of the research;

Compliance of research methods with the research objectives;

Interdisciplinarity of the research topic;

Student involvement;

Feasibility and clarity of the implementation plan;

Budget relevance and alignment with the project’s objectives;

International publication prospects.

7.5. Preference will be given to projects that demonstrate:

Student involvement;

Interdisciplinary approach;

Significance of the research topic in local and international contexts;

Originality and effectiveness of the research methodology;

High theoretical and practical significance.

Potential for international publication.

7.6. The Grant Committee will consider funding an application only if it scores above the
evaluation threshold (71 out of 100 points).

7.7. In the event of a tie between shortlisted projects, priority will be given to the project that
satisfies at least 70% of the evaluation criteria listed in Article 7.5.

7.8. Applications scoring below the threshold will be excluded from the competition.

7.9. If the grant application score exceeds the evaluation threshold, the Grant Committee may
make one of the following decisions:

s) Recommendation to fund positively evaluated projects - if the total requested funding
does not exceed the available research budget.

3) Recommendation to fund only the highest-scoring projects - if the total requested funding
exceeds the available research budget.

7.10. All decisions of the Grant Committee are recorded in official meeting minutes and
submitted to the applicants, the Rector, and the Academic Council.

8. Organizational Support and Monitoring Mechanisms

8.1. The implementation of the awarded project is overseen by the University’s
Scientific-Research Center.

8.2. The Center monitors the progress of the research and provides recommendations if
necessary.

8.3. The project author(s) are required to submit an interim report no later than three months
after the project.

9. Grant Agreement

9.1. Upon winning the grant competition, a grant agreement is concluded between the
applicant and the university. In addition, employment contracts are signed with the individuals
involved in the project.

9.2. Unless otherwise specified in the grant agreement, the intellectual property rights to the
research results primarily belong to Avicenna — Batumi Medical University.
